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All case-studies need to be clear, easy to understand achieve the learning objectives. If they pass these criteria: 

· Ensure your questions are focussed

· Each question tests knowledge

· The stem is clear

· All distractors are homogenous

· All distractors have reasoning on why they are incorrect (also the answer has the correct reasoning)
Then they are probably well-phrased and focussed on an appropriate topic.

One of the best ways to suggest changes is to edit the document itself. In Word, click Tools>Track Changes. Then when you edit the case study the changes show up like this.
