Thank you for creating a CPE quiz for the Goodfellow Club website. This is a quiz template for writing Goodfellow Club quizzes. All necessary boxes must be filled in.
General Guide:
1. Goodfellow club quizzes work best when they are designed around patient conditions. These Scenarios should create a situation in which the quiz taker must make decisions about the situation, the patient's condition, or about diagnosis and treatment. The Scenario can cover several questions that encapsulate the learning about a particular situation, and then a new Scenario can cover other aspects of the material. Familiarize yourself with existing quizzes to see how the case study approach works with the Goodfellow club site. 

2. While the creation of Scenarios and the development of the questions are important, the actual learning of the case study is in the answers. The format of the software is such that the reasoning of why a question is correct or incorrect is delivered along with the results of the answer. As such, it is critical to provide these explanations with the quiz for every answer option.
3. The quiz should be based on evidence-based resources (material that is based upon the best available clinical evidence from systematic research) and established learning objectives. These should be freely available on the internet. The Goodfellow Club provides links to these resources to allow participants to study or refresh themselves on the relevant knowledge before taking the quiz should they so wish. In general, all the answers to the quiz should be available in the resources provided.
4. Each quiz should be between 10 and 15 questions.
5. We encourage the use of multi-choice questions because they provide for a better online experience. Feel free to include images, audio or other reference material for your questions. We can accommodate most file types. Or external links to other websites.
6. Please design your quiz for a specific audience whether they are GPs, Nurses, Physiotherapists, etc. We can then discuss modifying the quiz for other professional groups after it is completed.

Answers and Reasoning:

We recommend multiple choice answers where there is one correct answer. We can provide any number of answer choices, but four options are routinely used. In this form we provide four possible choices; you must use at least two. Each answer must have a reasoning that explains why the answer is either correct or incorrect. All incorrect choices may have the same reasoning. Remember: the learning of this system is in the answers.

Top tips for writing MCQs
:

Items

· Relate items to instructional objectives

· Test at the same level of learning as the objectives are

· designed to assess

· Write items to reflect different levels of learning

Stems

·  Provide a complete statement

·  Include only relevant information

·  Contain as much of the item as possible in the stem

·  Keep stems as short as possible

·  Ask for the correct, not “wrong” answer

·  Avoid absolute terms such as “always”, “never”, “all”, or “none”

·  Avoid imprecise terms such as “seldom”, “rarely”, “occasionally”, “sometimes”, “few”, or “many”

·  Avoid cues such as “may”, “could” or “can”

·  Define eponyms, acronyms, or abbreviations when used

Options

· Keep options grammatically consistent with the stem

· Write incorrect options to be plausible but clearly incorrect

· Link options to each other (e.g., all diagnoses, tests, treatments)

· Write distractors [the wrong answers] to be similar to the correct answer in terms of grammar, length, and complexity

· Avoid “none of the above” or “all of the above”

· Place options in logical order (e.g., numerical, chronological)

· Write options to be independent and not overlapping
